WHEREAS, the Borough desires to designate the Note as
a "qualified tax-exempt obligation" pursuant to Section
265(b) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the
"Code") ;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council

of the Borough of Leonia, in the County of Bergen, New Jersey,

"qualified tax-exempt obligation" for the purpose of Section
265(b) (3) of the Code.

SECTION 2. It is hereby determined and stated that
(1) the Note is not a "private activity bond" as defined in the
Code and (2) the Borough and its subordinate entities, if any,
do not reasonably anticipate issuing in excess of $10 million of
new money tax-exempt obligations (other than private activity
bonds) during the calendar year 2011.

SECTION 3. It is further determined and stated that

WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board has promulgated N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5, a regulation
requiring that the governing body of each municipality shall, by resolution, certify to the
Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey that all members of the governing body
have reviewed, as a minimum, the sections of the annual audit entitled “Comments and
Recommendations; and

WHEREAS, the members of the governing body have personally reviewed, as a minimum,
the Annual Report of Audit, and specifically the sections of the Annual Audit entitled
“Comments and Recommendations, as evidenced by the group affidavit form of the
governing body attached hereto; and

WHEREAS; during the weekend of October 8 and 9, 2011 the County of Bergen
permitted a two-day festival in the Overpeck Park sponsored by the Korean Produce
Association, a non-profit organization based in the Bronx, New York, and,

WHEREAS; in previous years this event was held at Citi Field in Queens, New York, a
large athletic venue with parking for 12,180 vehicles and mass transit connections for
buses, subways and trains, and

WHEREAS; the event organizers were not able to secure a permit from the New York
City Parks Department to use the Randall’s Island facilities, and

WHEREAS, the 2011 event in Overpeck Park was attended by an estimated seventy-five
thousand persons during the two days; and

WHEREAS; the County of Bergen’s own website and engineers design estimates
provide for an outdoor music venue to accommodate only three-thousand persons, and

WHEREAS, Area III of Overpeck Park has parking spaces for only seven hundred
vehicles and has no provisions for any mass transit buses or trains; and

WHEREAS; the Borough of Leonia has a Noise Ordinance prohibiting loud music to be
heard at a distance of one-hundred feet from the source; and

WHEREAS; the noise produced by the live bands playing at this event could be heard
almost a mile away by residents in their homes thereby creating a nuisance and a
violation;

WHEREAS; regardless of any planning or organizational efforts by the County of
Bergen or the Korean Produce Association, to use Overpeck Park Area III for such a
large amount of people with only a one-lane road in and a one-lane road out is clearly a
threat to public safety and obviously exceeded the design capacity for these facilities; and

that any such future uses of Overpeck Park be limited to the three-thousand persons
which the engineers and the County of Bergen designed for this area; and

FURTHERMORE; any such future events must adhere to the ordinances of the Borough
of Leonia in that no noise shall be discernable by any residents at a distance of 100 feet
from the venue; and
