PRESENTATION
Councilman Puzzo presented his resignation as a member of the Leonia Mayor and Council effective at the close of the Meeting on December 21, 2009.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Minutes November 16, 2009 – Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve as amended, the Council Meeting Minutes of November 16, 2009 seconded by Council President Choi. Roll call vote: Councilpersons Choi, Hawkins, Norgaard, Puzzo, Raspa-Gore and Raucci voted yes. Minutes approved.

Closed Session Minutes November 16, 2009 – Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve, seconded by Councilman Norgaard to approve the Closed Session Minutes of November 16, 2009. Roll call vote: Councilpersons Choi, Hawkins, Norgaard, Puzzo, Raspa-Gore and Raucci voted yes. Minutes approved.

Resolution 09-218 – Councilman Hawkins asked to have this resolution pulled.
Resolutions 09-219 and 09-221 – Councilman Norgaard asked to have these resolutions pulled.
Resolution 09-218 – Councilman Hawkins asked for an explanation. Mr. Terhune explained the Resolution. Councilman Hawkins asked for an explanation to be included in future resolutions.
Resolution 09-218 - Councilman Norgaard questioned the payment listed on page 10 of the bill list for Senior Trips. Mr. Terhune explained the money for the trips is collected in advance and placed in a trust account and the bill is paid out of the trust account. Councilman Norgaard referred to the report from Recreation noting that it showed a deficit in Senior Activities. Mr. Terhune explained the report shows that less people are utilizing the program and it shows a deficit.
Resolution 09-221 – Councilman Norgaard asked if the engineering for Sylvan Park is out of Borough funds. Mr. Terhune stated it is. Councilman Norgaard asked if there was anyway this could be bid out. Councilman Raucci explained that in the past we have had numerous other engineering firms and they have resulted in shoddy work done in the Borough. Since Birdsall has been retained by the Borough, the quality of the work has improved. Mr. Terhune reported that he negotiated the fees for all of the engineering on this job.
