PUBLIC COMMENTS

Ken Laury – 135 Fort Lee Road inquired about the Fire Prevention fees. Mayor Heveran stated the ordinance will be reviewed by the Laws and Ordinances Committee.
Karen Peters, 142 Park Avenue; Mrs. Peters asked how much money was saved by the 2010 furloughs. Mr. Terhune stated he did not have that information with him. Mrs. Peters asked if a decision had been made regarding the Property Maintenance position. Councilman Knott said this is part of the Budget process.
Roland Weimer, 329 Moore Avenue – Mr. Weimer inquired when the Reorganization Meeting would be on. Mayor Heveran reported it would be on Sunday, January 23 at 6PM on channel 81. Mr. Weimer stated the conditions of the Southern end of Glenwood Avenue between Oakdene and Moore is in need of repair. Mr. Terhune explained this will be part of the grant application for 2011. Mr. Weimer doe not feel that sidewalks, curbs and aprons should be repaired as part of the grants. Mr. Terhune responded to his concerns. Councilman Hawkins also addressed his concerns.

Closed Session Minutes December 20, 2010 – Councilman Hawkins seconded by Council President Raucci made a motion to approve the Closed Session Minutes of December 10, 2010. Roll call vote; Councilpersons Choi, Hawkins, Knott voted yes. Councilmen De Simone and Whitter abstained. Minutes approved.

Reorganization Meeting Minutes, January 3, 2011 – Councilman Hawkins, seconded by Council President Raucci to approve the Minutes of January 3, 2011. Roll call vote all in favor none opposed.

Resolutions 11-55 – 11-58 Mayor Heveran asked Mr. Terhune to explain the two Resolutions being added to the agenda. Resolution 11-57 – Mr. Terhune explained the contractor looked at the roof and stated the roof need to be replaced. Mr. Terhune negotiated the cost for the project with the contractor.
Resolution 11-58 – Mr. Terhune explained that a Crossing Guard has retired, one of the substitute Crossing Guards has taken over the post. Chief Ziegler requested the appointment of Ms. Pernetti as a substitute crossing guard. 
Council President Raucci made a motion to approve Resolutions 11-55 – 11-58, seconded by councilman Choi. Roll call vote; all in favor none opposed. Resolutions approved.

Fire Department – Council President Raucci reported that Deputy Chief Chace has taken over the responsibilities of the Fire Department in the absence of Chief Wright. Chief Wright is now at Kessler Rehab Center.

Public Works – Councilman De Simone reported the DPW has been very busy with all the snowstorms. Consequently there has not been a meeting.
