OPEN MEETING STATEMENT

PUBLIC COMMENTS

John Genese, 320 Westview Avenue, inquired if parking was going to be made available for those residents who do not have driveways or parking lots. Mayor Heveran stated that these were questions that would be discussed when Ordinance 01-11 was introduced.
Donna Maxwell, 103 Overlook Avenue, Ms. Maxwell spoke about ordinance 01-11 to be introduced that would prohibit parking on the street when snow covered.
Arthur Zayat, 125 Reldyes Avenue, Mr. Zayat agreed with the ordinance prohibiting the throwing of snow and ice into the streets but disagreed with prohibiting parking on streets when snow covered.
PRESENTATION
Mr. Harvey Weber, Director of EMS, Englewood Hospital reviewed his report on the number calls Englewood Hospital EMS has responded to. Mr. Weber commended the Police and Fire Departments for their assistance in shoveling walkways so the EMT’s could get the equipment into homes. Police – Councilman Hawkins reported the Committee has not yet had a meeting. Councilman Hawkins read a report from Lt. Det. Rowe regarding summonses and arrests by the police department.
Fire Department – Council President Raucci reported the Fire Committee is scheduled to meet on February 16, 2011. Council President Raucci reported on the progress of Fire Chief Wright.
Ambulance – Councilman Choi would like the report from Englewood Hospital EMS to be posted on the Website.
Public Works – Councilman De Simone reported he met with Mr. Saitta and Mr. Cerbo. There will be a committee meeting in mid March.
Economic Development – Councilman De Simone announced the Committee is meeting in the Library on February 16, 2011 in the Library.
Borough Administrator –Mr. Terhune announced that construction has started in Wood Park; the new Leonia bus will be delivered in April; voting district 5 which utilizes the main level of the Annex will be using the lower level this year due to construction on a new ramp; there will be regional meeting of Community Development which Mr. Spiegel will be attending.
Mayor –Mayor Heveran explained to all in attendance about a High School Senior recently diagnosed with a rare leukemia and the fund raising efforts for her medical bills. Mayor Heveran reported she attended the retirement dinner for Clair Flynn. The next town hall meeting is March 1st. it will be held in the Borough Hall conference room. There will be a fund raiser for Fire Chief Troy Wright on March 13th there are flyers around town. The Capital Budget Planning Committee will be meeting on Tuesday, February 22nd.

Councilman Knott reported on a presentation by the Historic Preservation Committee and Civil War Drill Hall.

Introduction of Ordinance 01-11 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 194-9 OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF LEONIA TITLED “NO PARKING SNOW EMERGENCIES” AND SPECIFICALLY SECTION 194-9A.

A motion was made by Council President Raucci seconded by Councilperson Whitter to adopt on first reading Ordinance 01-11.
After a lengthy discussion by the Governing Body a second motion was made to table Ordinance 01-11 and send the Ordinance back to Laws and Ordinances for more work.

Councilman Hawkins made a motion to table Ordinance 10-11 seconded by Councilman Knott. Roll call vote all in favor none opposed.
Introduction of Ordinance 02-11 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF LEONIA TO ADD A SECTION UNDER ORDINANCE 247-17 TITLED “REMOVAL OF SNOW AND ICE” TO BE DESIGNATED AS ORDINANCE 247-17B.

A motion was made by Councilman Whitter seconded by Council President Raucci to adopt on first reading Ordinance 02-11

Roll call vote all in favor none opposed.
Introduction of Ordinance 03-11 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF LEONIA AND SPECIFICALLY CHAPTER 194 TITLED “VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC”

A motion was made by Councilman Whitter seconded by Council President Raucci to adopt on first reading Ordinance 03-11

Councilman Choi made a motion to extend the parking on Hillside Avenue by the Laundromat to two hours instead of one hour, no one seconded the motion. The motion died.
