Minutes October 5, 2009 – Council Puzzo made a motion to approve as amended, the Council Meeting Minutes of October 5, 2009, seconded by Councilman Norgaard. Roll call vote: Councilpersons Choi, Hawkins, Norgaard, Puzzo, Raspa-Gore and Raucci voted yes. Minutes approved.

RESOLUTIONS

Councilman Norgaard pulled Resolutions 09-200 and 09-204 – Councilman Norgaard Resolution 09-200 stated it should read “DEP” instead of “DEEP”. Resolution 09-204 should read $16.00.
Resolutions 09-200 through 09-204 – Council President Choi made a motion to approve the resolutions, seconded by Councilman Norgaard. Roll Call Vote. All in favor none opposed.

Standing Committees

Finance Administration & Personnel- Nothing to report
Laws & Ordinances Councilwoman Raspa-Gore – Plans to have a meeting to discuss the request for the review of real estate signs.
Police - Councilman Raucci - The Commission has discussed selling the two motorcycles. This would be a cost savings for the Borough and replace them with a vehicle.
Fire Department – Councilman Norgaard – There was 39 calls in September. There was a Safety Fair in Edgewater. Still need to replace the fire trucks. The fire trucks will be going up 20,000 to 30,000 each after January. Hopefully the price can be negotiated to under $400,000 by the end of the year to save the Borough money.
Ambulance – Council President Choi reported that on October 17, 2009 the Ambulance Corps presented a class for residents at the Library. Council President Choi thanked Leonel Morales and Jim Tappen for arranging this class.
Public Works – Councilman Hawkins. The DPW will begin leaf pick up. The railroad crossing is being repaired by Overpeck Park.
Real Estate and Insurance – Councilman Puzzo – The committee met last Wednesday and reviewed the Draft of the Economic Development portion of the Master Plan. The concerns were passed to Mr. Passalano at H2M.
The memorializing resolution for the Southwest Corner Construction of a four story office building will be approved at the Planning Board Meeting on October 28, 2009.
Borough Administrator – Mr. Terhune was not in attendance due to his vacation.
Mayor – Mayor Heveran and Council President Choi attended the 90th Anniversary of the American Legion. Paving on Hawthorne Terrace started on October 19, 2009. A letter was received from the Department of Transportation that the borough has been awarded a grant for $200,000 for Glenwood Avenue.
Special Bodies - Councilwoman Raspa-Gore - The Board of Health had a very successful Health Fair. The Library is looking into a way to reduce the noise in the Library. Some new policies will be implemented. The Library is also reviewing their personnel policies.
