
THIS LEONIA WOOD PARK SUMMER CAMP 
REGISTRATION INCLUDES ALL FIELD TRIPS.

PLEASE NOTE THAT IF YOU DO NOT WANT YOUR CHILD 
TO ATTEND A PARTICULAR TRIP ON A PARTICULAR DAY YOU 
MUST KEEP YOUR CHILD HOME THAT DAY.  
Camp staff will consist of a Director, Assistant Directors, and Playground Counselors.   The children will be divided into groups, according to grade,  and assigned to a group.  The assigned counselors will take attendance, twice a day,  and supervise their groups in all activities.
DATES:
July 1, 2013 to August 9, 2013.   There will be no camp on Thursday, July 4th. 
HOURS:

The Wood Park Camp hours are 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. Please do not send children prior to 9:00 A.M., as no official supervision is available. Please be prompt when picking up your child at 2:00 P.M.  All parents will be given a policy on tardiness in retrieving children.  Please note there are fines attached to anyone leaving their child after camp ends.
PICK-UP:

If your child is being picked up by a parent/guardian, please park your car and come into Wood Park.  Children will not be released until a parent/guardian is present.  Absolutely no blocking of Police/Library Parking Lot will be allowed.  You must park in a designated spot or be subject to ticketing by the Leonia Police Department.
LUNCH:

Lunch is held from 12:00 p.m. to 12:30 p.m.  It is required that all children eat lunch at the playground.  Children are not allowed to leave the park. Please mark your child's name clearly on a brown bag lunch. Juice or water is recommended for drinking on hot days.
T-SHIRTS:

One free T-shirt will be given out the first day of camp.  Additional T-shirts will be available for purchase.   Children are required to wear their shirts on all trips.  Please dress comfortably and wear sneakers.  NO OPEN TOE SHOES ALLOWED.
RAIN DAYS:

On rainy days the Recreation Center will be available to the campers for open activities.  On these days, the indoor activities as well as the facilities will be limited.
WATER ACTIVITIES:

On occasion, the children may participate in water activities where their clothing may become wet.  If there are any special concerns, please speak to your child's counselor.
PERSONAL ITEMS:

The Leonia Recreation Center, Directors and Counselors are not responsible for lost or stolen personal items such as I-Pods, cell phones and walkmans.  We strongly advise parents to keep these items at home.  No camper will be permitted to use a cell phone during camp hours without the permission of a head counselor or director.   
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
