Applicant proposed to open a Math and Science Center in the L-I Zone.

Kenneth Herbert, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. Peter Pulice, Architect for the applicant was sworn in.

Also sworn in was Mr. Kyu Lee who testified as the applicant.  He stated that he has 501C3 nonprofit status pending. He is sub letting the space from Bergen Academies.   The facility is a tutoring facility where the children will be dropped off and picked up their parents. They have room for 40 students. No construction is planned for the facility. The hours of operation will be between 3:00 pm and 6:00pm Monday through Friday and the school will also have Saturday classes.
The Board expressed concern about the applicant sub-letting from Bergen Academies and would like additional information provided to them. Specifically they would like a copy of the lease agreement be provided to them for review.
