Mr. Conroy gave the Board a recap of his testimony from the December 17, 2009 meeting.  He presented coverage from the existing facilities for T Mobile and the proposed new coverage area. He also showed an alternate analysis of the P zone and showed prepared overlays with different heights.
Bernard Nelson was sworn in and gave testimony as an expert witness for the Leonia Planning Board.  He testified that Leonia is very dense and has many subscribers. Additional sites are being proposed to handle the overload. Cells must be shrunk to handle a larger capacity.
The Board questioned Mr. Conroy. The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Nelson or Conway. The following person came forward:

Frank Patti, 241 Broad Avenue   asked what the definition of ubiquitous is to T Mobile. He also asked what that stats and numbers are associated with ubiquitous. Also, what is the definition of seamless? Also, does T Mobile have a system that competes properly?
The public portion of the meeting was then closed. 

Mark Harris was sworn in and gave testimony as a Radio Frequency Engineer for the applicant.  He referenced the report marked as A3. Report A2 was withdrawn without prejudice. Mr. Harris testified that he is not the author of the report. He collaborated on the report. He did review the report and its findings before testifying.    The Board questioned Mr. Harris extensively about safety issues. The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Harris. The following person came forward:
Frank Patti, 241 Broad Avenue  questioned the proximity of his home to the site and asked how much radiation exposure he would have from the site to his living room.
