Peter Pulice, Architect for the applicant was sworn in and gave testimony. James Caporini, Esq. gave testimony. He testified that the applicant would have five on site parking spaces.

Mr. Pulice testified that there is an existing 2-½-story frame building. There is also an existing 2-car garage that is in bad shape and will be demolished. The façade will be re done and signage will be added. Mr. Pulice further stated that the basement is damp and his recommended to the applicant that they use the attic area for storage instead of the basement.

The applicant was informed that the building must be brought up to code and that they must landscape/fence to screen the property.  The building must also be brought up to ADA code compliance.

The Board would like to see their signage controlled.  They expressed concern over the parking shortage at this building. 

Board Engineer Robert Costa reminded the applicant that they must have one ADA parking space available. Drainage issues must be addressed. He suggested using industrial pavers. 

A suggestion was made to have the applicant contribute to the Parking Trust Fund. Unfortunately this fund has not yet been established leaving the applicant unable to comply with this request.
