Dennis Oury, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. It was noted that the plans 
submitted show a 700 square foot area reserved for a delicatessen. Mr. Oury stated that this part of the plan is withdrawn and the space will instead be used as office space. 

The applicant is seeking to use 30,000 square feet of office space. There will be three floors of office space and two underground levels of parking. 

Several Board members expressed concern about the wetlands area. The Board is seeking a DEP portfolio and letter of interpretation.  

David Juzmeksi of Neglia Engineering was sworn in and gave testimony. Marked as evidence was:
