Peter Bullaro and Mike Scrittorale, the applicants addressed the Board.  The applicants are seeking a Change of Occupancy.   Mr. Bullaro testified that they have been working with Jim Rogers from the Sign and Façade Committee.  An awning proposal was presented to the Board. Both men were informed that they must use the Municipal parking lots for themselves and their employees.  Other than minor interior work, nothing else will be renovated.

Frank Regan, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. Also addressing the Board was Abraham Morcos, representing Kulite. 
The applicant is seeking a Change of Occupancy.  The building is located in the LI zone, on 3.5 acres. There are 140 parking spaces for employees.  Mr. Morcos stated that they will be painting and carpeting the interior. At this time no structural changes will be made.  The issue of chemical storage was raised and the Fire Department will need to make inspections.  Attorney Alampi requested a narrative report from Attorney Regan.
There was concern expressed about the possibility of chemical odors.  A suggestion was made to the representatives to make the building more green /sustainable.   The meeting was open to the public. No one came forward.  The public portion of the meeting was then closed.

Kevin Kennedy, attorney for the applicant addressed the Board.  He called S. Joseph Termotto

to be sworn in and give testimony as the architect for the applicant.  Attorney Alampi deemed all notices complete.

Mr. Termotto gave an overview of the photo Boards and existing streetscapes. Attorney Alampi requested that the applicant submit an analysis of the current downtown streetscape compared to what the applicant is proposing.  The Board would also like to see a detailed report on the materials that will be used on the building. They stressed that they would like the building to be made “green” in any way possible. They would like the exterior to be made of real brick and there was a suggestion to use simulated slate on the roof.

The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Termotto. The following people came forward:

Harriet Puca 411 Broad Avenue asked about deliveries and wants to keep them off Broad Avenue.

Leah Roland 186 Crescent wants sustainable materials to be used.

Mark Spiegel 122 Wood Terrace has concerns about runoff and icing.
