Kevin Kennedy, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. He called S. Joseph Termotto to give testimony as the Architect for the applicant.  Presented to the Board were expanded architectural documents showing exterior light fixtures, trash receptacles and the roof manufacturer. Marked as evidence was

 A-13: Leeds engineer recommendations, prepared by Matthew Neuls,   




Hubschman Engineering, certified Leeds Engineer.

Mr. Termotto testified that they will continue the same brickwork pattern that is along Broad Avenue. He also stated that there will be five storefronts, each with their own entrance. The Board expressed concern about the size of the second floor storefront windows and the fact that there now seems to be more glass proposed. They also requested the following:

· Proposed trash cans must match existing downtown receptacles
· Signs must line up with storefronts

· Signs must correlate with windows.

· Some of the lighting should be eliminated
· Samples of building materials must be brought to the Building Department at least two weeks before the next hearing

· Would like to see a variation on proposed landscaping (something other than arborvitaes and junipers)
Mr. Termotto stated that they would withdraw exhibit A-12 and present a revised one.  The meeting was opened to the public to question Mr. Termotto. The following people came forward:


Leah Roland, 186 Crescent Street wanted to know how much of the Leeds engineering 
report will be incorporated into the building.

Mark Spiegel, 122 Wood Terrace liked the larger windows. 


The public portion of the meeting was then closed.

Marc Remo was sworn in and gave testimony as the Engineer for the applicant.  He gave an overview of the property.  Mr. Remo testified that they will comply with the Storm Water Management Report.  Marked as evidence was: 

A-14: Robert Costa engineering review letter dated 1/27/10.

Mr. Remo answered questions regarding Mr. Costa’s engineering letter. The Board requested the following:
· Lighting should not run all night
· Buffer should contain various species of landscaping

· Street trees must be protected. If they sustain damage the applicant must replace them.

· Sewer design and calculations must be submitted.

· A trash pickup schedule must be provided.

· They must contact the Borough Administrator regarding the parking trust.

The meeting was open to question the Engineer. The following people came forward:


Brad Wilds, 157 Glenwood had questions about the loading zone. 

Harriet Puca, 411 Broad Avenue wanted to know the depth and width of the parking lot.

The public portion of the meeting was then closed.

John Kwak, applicant addressed the Board and stated that he understood the Boards concerns. 

Mayor Heveran reiterated to him that all plans and paperwork must be submitted to the Board secretary at least two weeks prior to the meeting.

File#2010-01 A/G Bethel Central Church, Inc 150 Grand Avenue

Ronald Mondello, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. The applicant is proposing to open a House of Worship, Nursery School and banquet facility at the site. They are seeking a design waiver to reduce the size of the parking spaces from 10x20 to 9x18.  They currently have 83 parking spaces and they need 100.

William Vogt was sworn in and gave testimony as the engineer for the applicant. Marked as evidence was

Mr. Vogt described the surrounding properties. He then gave a description of the synagogue on the property and the existing parking lot, landscaped area and wetlands area.  Mr. Costa requested that all wetlands and DEP information be sent to him.

Mr. Vogt testified that the applicant will repair the damaged parking lot and re-stripe it. There are two existing monument signs. They will keep them and replace the panels. The Board requested a landscaping plan and wants to know specifically how many trees will be removed from the property.  Mr. Vogt consulted with his client and they agreed to replace any trees that will be removed.
