New Application:

Richard Hubschman, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board.  All paperwork was deemed complete.  Michael Hubschman was sworn in and gave testimony as the Engineer for the applicant.  Marked as evidence was A1- five sheets Site Plan. The Engineer testified about each sheet.  

The applicant is proposing a three story office building with parking under the building. A design waiver is needed for the parking spaces. Site plan approval is also needed. The Engineer also gave testimony regarding the Board Engineer’s comments. The Board questioned the Engineer.
One of the concerns is the trash pickup/dumpster.  The Board expressed concern because the property is tight and the road is a very busy one.  The applicant will need to have someone come in very early or late.  They also stressed that the water service must be adequate.  Mr. Russell gave a report from the site plan subcommittee. They are concerned about setbacks and how the building can be constructed in a “green” manner.
Michael Hubschman stated on record that the building is not going to include a dental office or any type of medical use.  Attorney R. Hubschman will check with the Borough Administrator regarding the Parking Fund.

The meeting was open to the public to question Michael Hubschman.  No one came forward. The public portion of the meeting to question Mr. Hubschman was then closed. 
Allende Matos, Architect for the applicant was sworn in and gave testimony.  Marked as evidence was A2- floor plans and elevations dated 8/25/10. Also marked was A3- artist rendering providing floor by floor layout.  Height details were provided. Also provided was a list of Green Elements.

The applicant will provide a handicapped space and bathroom. The proposed building will not have an elevator. They will provide a chair lift to the second and third floors. The Board questioned Mr. Matos.

Board members would like to see more “Green” Elements. The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Matos. The following person came forward:


Ernie Liberatore 121 Woodridge Place would like to see more green components to the 
building and offered his services to the applicant.
The public portion of the meeting to question Mr. Matos was then closed.

The Board requested additional information regarding the chair lift, parking, “Green” Components, fire prevention and sprinkling.  They also would like to know if the applicant would consider pavers in the driveway. They would like to see revised plans.  Mr. Matos stated that they will revise the plans and will comply with the fire and engineering reports.
