New Business Application:
File#2011-04 Sarah’s Cleaners, 310 Fort Lee Road

Chae Son, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board.  Sworn in was Sarah Hong, applicant who applied to open a drop shop, laundry, dry cleaning and tailor shop. Ms. Hong testified that that she is the building owner and that nothing will be cleaned on premises. A van will come daily to pick up and drop off. The van will park in her driveway.  Because the business is near ACS Elementary School the Board expressed concern about the van being parked in the driveway hindering the pedestrian traffic. The applicant agreed that the drop off time will be before 8:00 am and the pickup time will be on or after 9:00 am. There will be a period of exclusion between 2:30 pm and 4:00 pm. These times will coincide with the school calendar.  Ms. Hong was notified that all employees must park in Elm Street Municipal Lot and must purchase a parking permit from the Borough.

File#2011-5 New Todam, Seung Mi Park, 344 Broad Avenue

Juhn Choe, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board.  Sworn in was Mrs. Young A Turner, General Manager. It was noted that Seung Mi Park is the principal shareholder. The restaurant has been in business for ten years and there are eighty seats.  The applicant was informed that cooking operations must be detailed. They were also informed that cooking and food preparation must be done in an authorized area. The Fire Department noted that the restaurant has a problem with the exhaust system.
The Board requested that this application be carried until July 27th. They requested more detailed plans including showing the door to the basement.
They also wanted to see the ceilings and the location of the exhaust system, and that they should hire an Architect. Mr. Choe stated on record that his applicant will not use the basement as a prep area. They also will not drink or serve drinks, have tables or Karaoke in the basement.  A complete application must be submitted before the July meeting.

Case continued until July 27th.

Board Business:

Robert Costa reported that 133 Fort Lee Road updated their cost estimates and guarantees and asked Mr. Costa to lower them, which he was able to do slightly.  They have not paid their BCUA sewer fee.
JOP Brothers is also asking that their bond be lowered.
