File#2012-14 Q Nail Boutique, 342 Broad Avenue, Change of Occupancy
Attorney Alampi deemed all of the applicant’s paperwork complete. Peter Pulice, Architect for the applicant was sworn in and addressed the Board. Magda Quevedo, applicant was also sworn in. Marked as evidence was:


A1-7/13/12 proposed floor plan, proposed partial elevation
Mr. Pulice testified that the proposed Salon is 900 square feet. The applicant will have use of the basement. There will be six manicure stations and five pedicure stations.  The hot air furnace will be relocated to the basement. The building has a fire alarm. All “wet” areas will be waterproofed. The applicant will use porcelain tiles in the wet area and the rest of the floor will be laminate. The manicure stations will have dust removal systems. 
Ms. Quevedo testified that she will have between three and four employees. The hours of operation will be Monday through Saturday 9:30 a.m. until 7:30 p.m. The hours on Sunday will be from 10:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m.  She was informed that any employees driving will need to purchase Municipal spaces. The meeting was open to the public for questions/comments. The following people came forward:

Ms. Chun objected to the proposed Nail Salon saying that it was too close to her Nail Salon and that she feels that Leonia has too many Nail Salons and therefore there is too much competition.

File#2012-13 Broad USA Inc, 117 Fort Lee Road,   Change of Occupancy
Zareh Beylerian, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board.  The applicant, Jin Song Fu (Kevin) was also sworn in. The applicant had moved to 117 Fort lee Road in December of 2011 and had not applied for a Certificate for Resale/Rental.  The Borough became aware of the lack of a CRO when a complaint was called in about a mysterious smell coming from the building. An inspector found that the applicant was illegally storing Lithium Bromide there.  A Court Hearing is pending. 

The applicant testified that his business consists of selling and installing heating and cooling equipment. They also service units. The Board requested a copy of the applicant’s storage material list. Attorney Alampi requested that the applicant provide copies of all paperwork between the applicant and the Building Department as well as a complete application and photos of the interior. The case was continued until September 12th
Board Discussion:
The Board questioned the ordinance that regulates the number and distance of allowable Nail Salons in the Borough. A copy of the ordinance was requested and the discussion to be continued at the September 12th meeting.  
They also discussed the responsibility of landlords who have tenants that fail to receive a CRO.
