New Application:

File#2008-02/2011-06 LRHC, 270 Glenwood Avenue
Harold Ritvo, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. The applicant is requesting a ten (10) foot high fence. They are proposing this fence to address the complaints coming from the neighbors complaining about the lights from the employee’s cars shining into their homes. Sworn in was Melissa Calpin an employee of LRHC who testified that she had fielded calls from neighbors and would like to solve this problem. The neighbors will see the finished side of the fence. The fence proposed will be a stockade fence in beige like natural color. Board Engineer Robert Costa, asked that the applicant submit a foundation plan prior to the memorialization of the resolution if the application is approved.
The meeting was open to the public. The following people came forward:


Norman Shear  316 Hillside Avenue - Requested that the fence be moved closer to the 
building (near the parking area) and be eight (8) feet in height. He also requested that the 
lights from the parking garage be dimmed. Mr. Ritvo communicated that he would have 
the contractor do a line of sight at the two locations (8 feet and ten feet).  


Anne O’Donnell 280 Glenwood Road – Stated that the exit signs from the building shine 
into her home and are very annoying. She would also like to see the proposed fence be a 
natural wood. Mr. Ritvo stated that someone from LRHC would investigate the lighting 
situation and assist Ms. O’Donnell. 
The public portion of the meeting was then closed. 

There was a Board discussion. The Board approved a fence that will be between eight and ten feet. The location will be determined by LRHC and the contractor after a meeting with Mr. Shear. The Engineering and Construction Official will confer. An effort will be made by LRHC to alleviate the shining out of the exit signs.
