Mr. Alampi addressed the Board and stated that this application was approved in ultra vires. Therefore the resolution cannot be approved.  He cited section H, 29-24 of the Borough Ordinance.  His recommendation was that the Mayor and Council members recuse themselves and that the Board sits as a Zoning Board to interpret the ordinance and make a decision for Q Nail Boutique.

The Board now sits as a Zoning Board with the following members recused:  Mayor De Simone, Councilman Hawkins, Mr. Chung (within 200 feet of the applicant)
The Board listened to Attorney Alampi explain the ordinance and C variances. They then discussed the ordinance. The ordinance currently stated that nail salons must be 500 feet away from each other.

Motion passes
 In order for the applicant, Q Nail Boutique, to move forward they would need to submit a new application seeking a C variance and file a Site Plan Application.  
Peter Pulice, applicant, addressed the Board. He was given instructions on submitting a Site Plan.
There was a motion made by Ms. Lieblich to waive the application fee. Second: Mr. Baron

The meeting was now returned to a Planning Board meeting with Chung, De Simone and Hawkins returning to the dais.

Continued Application:

File#2012-13 Broad USA Inc, 117 Fort Lee Road
Zareh Beylerian, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. He stated that the applicant’s expert witness was not available to attend the meeting and give testimony. He further stated that the chemicals illegally stored have been removed. The Board was seeking information about the results of the air canisters. They would also like to have the expert witness come and testify in person. All reports must be submitted to the Board of Health.  They also requested that the landlord appear.

Case continued until October 24th.

Board Discussion:

The Board discussed the car dealership, Luxury Haus, at 335 Grand Avenue. They have installed what appears to be a decal type wrap sign that completely covers all the windows, and there is too much coverage. It was requested by the Board that this signage be removed.
Promise Church is still incomplete. The playground area is overgrown; the bollards were not put in place.  They are not complying with the agreements set forth in the resolution.

E-Z Car Rental business at 350 Grand Avenue has a new Engineer.  Mr. Costa has been in contact with him.
Construction of the new office building at 133 Fort Lee Road seems to be at a stand still.
Mr. Russell informed the Board that the Green Team will present the sustainability element for the Master Plan Draft at the October meeting. The final draft will be presented in November.
