Board members Chung and De Simone recused themselves from this case.

Brian Chewcaskie, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. The applicant is seeking relief from ordinance #10-07 prohibiting nails salons from being within 500 feet from each other. 

Marked as evidence was A1- copy of ordinance #10-07

Peter Pulice, was sworn in and gave testimony. He stated that he and his family own the building. 
He testified as the Architect for the applicant. Marked as evidence was: 

A2- colorized version of site plan showing proposed business, key plan, zoning summary, 
elevations
Mr. Pulice described the site plan step by step and testified that the applicant is proposing 7 pedicure stations, 5 manicure stations, drying area, waiting area and waxing room.  The total area is 900 square feet. The basement will only be used as a storage area and have a washer and dryer.  He stated that there are 3 other nail salons within 500 feet of each other. 

The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Pulice. No one came forward. The public portion of the meeting to question Mr. Pulice was then closed.

Louis Luglio was sworn in and gave testimony as the Traffic Engineer for the applicant. He stated that he has studied the downtown parking areas and he cited the new Municipal parking lot on Broad Avenue.
The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Luglio. No one came forward. The public portion of the meeting to question Mr. Luglio was then closed. 

The meeting was open to the public for comments. The following people came forward:

Joonil Lee, Esq representing Kim Choi Kim (French Nails 340 Broad Avenue).  Mr. Lee 
stated that his client is opposed to a new nail salon opening up so close to her business.

Justin Kwon landlord for 340 Broad Avenue also opposes another nail salon opening

Sunny Chang 421 Portside Drive, Edgewater also opposes proposed nail salon
The public portion of the meeting was then closed.

Mr. Chewcaskie gave his summary and there was a Board discussion.

Zareh Beylerian, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. He stated that his client was fined and that the issues with the court have all been satisfied. 

Mr. Weinstein was sworn in and gave testimony as an expert witness as an EPA Risk Assessor. He was retained by the applicant to analyze the air quality at Broad USA, Inc.,  Mr. Weinstein explained the testing procedures and machinery involved. The test findings are sent to an independent testing company for results.  He concluded that based on his findings there is no other testing needed.
Marked as evidence were the following: A1-tesing results of the air quality testing and lab analysis from the cassette of Mr. Weinstein.  He testified that it was his opinion that the air quality is not unhealthy.
The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Weinstein. The following person came forward:

Jill Bush employee of the business above Broad USA, Inc., Ms. Bush was sworn in and 
testified that she was the person who noticed the odor and made the complaint. 

The public portion of the meeting to question Mr. Weinstein was then closed.

It was pointed out that the applicant was operating without a CRO. It was also pointed out to the applicant that the Board had requested testing be done for Lithium Bromide that that the landlord appear at the meeting. Since that did not happen the Board continued the application to the November meeting.
There was a motion made by Mr. Baron to table the case until the November meeting. There was a second made by Councilman Hawkins. The motion was then tabled.
