Domenica Hart, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. She called William Vogt to continue testimony as the Engineer for the applicant. Marked as presentation were the following:

A1-revised plans dated 10/31/11 (9 sheets)


A2-color rendering of revised plans

Mr. Vogt stated that he had received and discussed the letter sent to him by Board Engineer Robert Costa that was dated October 26, 2011. He had not received but spoke to Mr. Costa about his second letter dated November 16, 2011. He further stated that he had no issues with either letter and his client will comply with Mr. Costa’s requests.  

Mr. Vogt testified that they have eliminated 482 square feet of proposed paving. All of it will now remain green. The applicant will also add landscaping. Two trees and shrubs will be added to either side of the edge of the circle on the property. The trees and shrubs will be planted on the outer rim of the circle in the east/west area.  Protection will be added around the playground with the addition of bollards 4 inches in diameter. The bollards will be 3 feet 6 inches high and will be installed along the fence.

There will now be a NJDOT approved sign on the property that states “no left turn”.  This will apply seven (7) days a week. The revised plans now show the grading and drainage for roof runoff.
The 6 foot chain link fence will remain with the bollards. The bollards will be on the outside of the fence as close as possible to the fence. The Board requested that the bollards be installed 4 feet apart.

The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Vogt. No one came forward. The public portion of the meeting to question Mr. Vogt was then closed.

David Billow, Architect for the applicant addressed the Board. He clarified the number of classrooms in the building and informed the Board that at the present time there was no written documentation from the State. No official number will be given until the church makes an application before the state. Mr. Billow calculated that there is room for 108 nursery students. The breakdown is 35 feet per student. He further stated that the footprint of the building will not be enlarged. Marked for presentation was:

Jeff Fabien, Church Elder and Lay Pastor of A/G Bethel Church was sworn in and gave testimony. He stated that the violation issues such as the dirt pile, and loading area walls have been corrected. He further stated that the rough coat of asphalt for the parking lot will be done next month. The sprinklers in the lower level are almost ready.
