Swim Club Committee

-Superintendent Davidson reported on the need for the Municipal Ordinance regarding pool to be amended to accurately reflect the current membership and rule stipulations.

OLD BUSINESS:

-The Sculpture Committee went to Haverstraw and acquired three pieces of sculpture to be placed in Wood Park.
-Chairperson Chalkin welcomed Borough Administrator to the meeting and thanked him for coming.   
PUBLIC PORTION:

-Rae Cornblitt, 596 Broad Avenue, Leonia – Ms. Cornblitt feels there is a problem at Lakeview Park because of the unleashed dogs.  She would like to see the park go back to allowing leashed dogs only.  

-Debbie Wright, 600 Broad Ave., Leonia – Ms. Wright does not feel the park is handicap accessible.  Superintendent Davidson assured her it is and has been inspected by the JIF.

-Jon Abouaf, 345 Magnolia Place, Leonia-  Mr. Abouaf presented the Commission with a check and a clock as a token of AYSO’s appreciation.  He also acknowledged the Recreation Staff for all their help. 
-Borough Administrator Terhune addressed the Commission and Recreation Staff with accolades for being ahead of the curve with respect to Recreation Programming.  Commissioner Pecht inquired as to the status of the proposed Skate Park.  Borough Administrator Terhune responded on grant funding and possible locations.    
-Commissioner Churchill thanked the Borough Administrator, on behalf of the Pool Committee and the Commission, for paving the pool parking lot.  

NEW BUSINESS:

-Sports Boosters-  Superintendent Davidson informed the Commission that the Boosters are actively pursuing the installation of a Press Box at Sylvan Park AAA Field.  It was also mentioned that the tree sale will be held in Wood Park.  The Commission finds it disturbing the lack of communication between the Recreation and Sports Boosters and has requested Superintendent Davidson to reach out to the Boosters for a meeting.  
-Program Analysis-  The Commission commended on the fine analysis report prepared by Superintendent Davidson.  
-Superintendent Davidson reported on the meeting between with the Korean Parents Association.  As a result of the meeting there will be an interpreter at Recreation Registrations and on Tuesday evenings at Boro Hall.
