· Superintendent Davidson told the Commission about the renovations of the Meeting Room.  Funding is being requested form the Activities Trust Account due to the nature of the facilities used by many paid for programs.  The ceiling tiles have been completed and the painting of the room will take place on March 6.  The hardwood floor purchase and installation was approved by the Commission for $4,067.32 when the painting is completed.

· Senior Center Space for Boro Annex.  The Commission was informed of the plans for the new Senior Space in the Annex.  

· Recreation Center Security issues.  The Commission discussed the possibility of hiring LHS or a College student to be a Recreation Center Attendant during the time the building is open when staff is not here.  The programs and Fees Committee will hold a meeting in March to go over the logistics of hiring and when.
· Earth Networks proposal for another Lighting Detector at Sylvan Park.  Superintendent Davidson explained the costs of a new Detector System and the continued maintenance of the older one.  The price presented was for $3500 for three years with a one time fee of $999 for installation of new system.  The Commission asked for a breakdown of costs and what the next three year terms would be for two systems.  The department will look into the costs with the company.
