Program & Fees Committee 

-Commissioner Mahoney reported on the Program & Fees meeting.  The first issue discussed was the Rookie Pitching machine rules.  The consensus of the committee is that if the majority of the coaches want to see a change in this rule, perhaps the Commission should look into it and try and come up with a compromise.  Pro’s and con’s were discussed.  A preliminary proposal was presented, but a final recommendation will come at a later date.   The next two issues discussed were the increase of fees to Policy #15 and #17.  After discussions it was decided to increase the permitting of park fees, (other than Sylvan), to $100.00 for residents and $200.00 for non residents, for a 3 hour limit.  Sylvan Park Fee Policy #17 would stay the same except now it will read “Per Field”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Makroulakis to recommend to the Mayor & Council, to support the change/increase in fees for Policy #15 and Policy #17.  Second by Commissioner Mahoney.  Roll call.
