Ms. Lutz reported that Ms. Mirbaba prepared an information board on the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) for the Wellness Fair at the Leonia Middle School held on March 30, 2015.  Ms. Lutz reported that that there was a strong interest by the students on the issue and possibly helping in building EAB traps to be available to the public at the upcoming Leonia Day.  

Leonia Day: 

There was discussion on the logistics for pick-up and storage of 150 tree seedlings to be given out to the public.  There was discussion on planning for Leonia Day scheduled on May 17, 2015.  

Community Chest Grant: 

Community Chest Grant is due May 15, 2015.  

Memorial Day: 

There was discussion on the Shade Tree Commission participating in the Memorial Day parade.
